Ever wonder what our economy would look like if God was in
charge? “Jesus, could you straighten out the mess that is plaguing
America? And if you get America working correctly, see if you can get
the rest of the world in line, too.” After a little bit of looking around and a
few pointed questions. here come the results. “What do you mean your
team found 8 million dollars being spent on transgender mice? Did |
understand you correctly that another $12 million was spent creating a
pickleball complex in Las Vegas?
