How much do we know? If we have cranes and steel bars that form 
the structure of skyscrapers, doesn’t that make us smart? But what 
about the Egyptians who built pyramids with stones they couldn’t lift? 
4,000 years ago! We have a Constitution that guarantees us a “Bill of 
Rights”. So, we thought. Then here comes the pandemic and we’re all 
sitting home on Sunday mornings while others gather in casinos and 
bars. Huge stadiums sit empty while professional athletes play games 
for TV. The city of Rome is still full of the vestiges of builders who 
built beautiful buildings 2,000 years ago. Our homes might last 200 
years. How much do we know?  

We teach advanced physics and advanced chemistry and advanced 
electronics at places like MIT, RPI, Stanford and Yale. We open our 
computers and find answers to questions that it took centuries to find 
just 40 years ago. We watch YouTube videos and discover how to fix 
our vehicles and our homes. We read essays on how to build or 
repair our relationships. Are we serious? We’ve been in relationships 
for 6 – 8 thousand years and we’re still learning how they work? We 
call ourselves some made-up gender, invent vocabulary to describe 
it, and demand that the rest of the world comply.  

When the world shakes its head and says, “No”, we throw tantrums 
on university campuses and threaten to destroy everything we 
see. We see ourselves as visionaries and set out to change the 
world. But our changes only last as long as we do because our kids 
come along and choose a different path. So, how much do we know?  

We believe there is a God Who made us and Who loves us despite 
our foolishness. We can’t prove it, but we believe it. There’s a whole 
lot more to be said about that – that actually has been said – but that 
isn’t today’s topic. How much do we know? What we believe. 
Proverbs 3:5-9 (Amplified Bible): 

Lean on, trust in, and be confident in the Lord with all your heart and 
mind and do not rely on your own insight or understanding. In all your 
ways know, recognize, and acknowledge Him, and He will direct and
